Our goal this year is $13,500. So far, nineteen
parishioners have taken us to 55.78% of our
goal.

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Today, on Pentecost, the promise that Christ made to the
Apostles is fulfilled. On the evening of Easter Sunday, He
breathed on them and said, "Receive the Holy Spirit" (Jn
20:22). The coming of the Holy Spirit on Pentecost sol-
emnly renews and brings to completion this gift with out-
ward manifestations. Thus, the Paschal mystery is culmi-
nated.

The Spirit that Jesus conveys creates a new human condi-
tion in the disciple and fosters unity. When arrogance led
people to challenge God by building the Tower of Babel,
God confused their languages, and they could not under-
stand each other. At Pentecost, the opposite occurs: by the
grace of the Holy Spirit, the Apostles were understood by
people of the most diverse origins and languages.

The Holy Spirit is the inner Teacher who guides the disci-
ples towards truth, who motivates them to do good, who
comforts them in pain and transforms them internally, giv-
ing them new strength and capacity.

On the first Pentecost of the Christian era, the Apostles
were gathered together with the Virgin Mary, and they
were in prayer. Solitude and a prayerful attitude are essen-
tial to receive the Spirit. "And suddenly there came from
the sky a noise like a strong driving wind, and it filled the
entire house in which they were. Then there appeared to
them tongues as of fire, which parted and came to rest on
each one of them" (Acts 2:2-3).

All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to
preach boldly. Those men, once fearful, had been trans-
formed into courageous preachers who did not fear impris-
onment, torture, or martyrdom. It's not surprising; the
power of the Spirit was in them.

The Holy Spirit, the Third Person of the Holy Trinity, is
the soul of my soul, the life of my life, the being of my
being; He is my sanctifier, the guest of my innermost self.
To mature in the life of faith, it is essential that our rela-
tionship with Him becomes increasingly conscious and
personal. On this Pentecost celebration, let us throw open
the doors of our inner being.

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Is Sacred Scripture true?

“The books of Scripture firmly, faithfully, and without
error teach [the] truth. . . . Written under the inspira-
tion of the Holy Spirit, they have God as their au-
thor” (Second Vatican Council, DV 11). [103-107]
The —BIBLE did not fall from heaven in its final
form, nor did God dictate it to human scribes who cop-
ied it down mechanically. Rather “God chose certain
men who . . . made full use of their own faculties and
powers so that, though he acted in them and by them, it
was as true authors that they consigned to writing
whatever he wanted written, and no more” (Second
Vatican Council, DV 11). One factor in recognizing
particular texts as Sacred Scripture was their general
acceptance in the Church. In the Christian communi-
ties there had to be a consensus: “Yes, through this text
God himself speaks to us—this is inspired by the Holy
Spirit!” Which of the many original Christian writings
are really inspired by the Holy Spirit has been defined
since the fourth century in the so-called -CANON of
Sacred Scriptures. INSPIRATION (Latin: inspiratio =
inbreathing): God’s influence on the human writers of
the Bible, so that he himself should be regarded as the

author of the Sacred Scriptures.

Wisdom: a gift of knowing what is good and just.
Wisdom is not the same as intelligence; rather, wis-
dom is a gift of maturity, one that enables us to see

things not through our own eyes but through those
of God.

Understanding: a gift that enables us to be aware
of God’s working in our lives and to comprehend
the Church’s teachings.

Counsel: a gift of right judgment that enables us to
clearly distinguish that which is right from that
which is wrong and to apply that distinction to our
actions and decisions.

Fortitude: a gift of courage that is built upon the
gifts of wisdom and counsel. Once we know what
is true and good, we have the ability to do the right
thing and fight temptation.

Knowledge: a gift of knowing what God is asking
of us and how he wants us to live. Rather than
doing everything according to our own individual
wills, we act according to the will of God.

Piety: a gift of fidelity to God. We are devoted to
God and to our religion; therefore, we dutifully and

happily commit to serving Him lovingly and wor-
shipfully.

Fear of the Lord: the gift of reverence that is
manifested in our overwhelming desire to please
God and be close to Him always. We fear doing

what displeases and offends Him. We long to show
Him the utmost respect by honoring Him above all.
