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SUNDAY
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Today, the liturgy invites us to worship the Most
Holy Trinity, our God, who is Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit. One only God in three Persons, in whose name
we have been baptized. By the grace of Baptism, we
are called to participate in the life of the Most Holy
Trinity down here, in the darkness of faith, and, after
death, in eternal life. Through the Sacrament of Bap-
tism, we have been made partakers of the divine life,
becoming children of God Father, brothers and sisters
in Christ, and temples of the Holy Spirit. In Baptism,
our Christian life began, receiving the vocation to
sanctity. Baptism makes us belong to the One who is
supremely Holy, the "three times Holy" (cf. Is 6:3).

The gift of sanctity received in Baptism calls for
fidelity to a task of evangelical conversion that must
always guide the life of God's children: "This is the
will of God, your holiness: that you refrain from
immorality" (1 Thess 4:3). It is a commitment that
affects all the baptized. "All the faithful of Christ of
whatever rank or status, are called to the fullness of
the Christian life and to the perfection of chari-
ty”’(Second Vatican Council, Lumen Gentium, n. 40).

If our Baptism was the true entrance into the holiness
of God, we cannot be content with a mediocre, rou-
tine, and superficial Christian life. We are called to
perfection in love, as Baptism has introduced us into
the life and intimacy of God's love.

With deep gratitude for the benevolent plan of our
God, who has called us to participate in His life of

love, let us worship and praise Him today and always.

Today, as we focus on the
Holy Trinity, let us commit to offering this beautiful
prayer with serious consideration and reverence.

It
is by continuing their steadfast defense of our Iberties, especially Religious Freedom, that
we honor their sacrifice and live up to their rightful expectations of those who live and
breathe in the very freedoms for which they died.

Since the first battles to gain America’s independence, the families of 1.8 million Americans
have sacrificed the joy and presence of their loved ones to the defense of America’s
freedoms, On this Sunday before Memorial Day, how fitting that prayers for these fellow
Americans should il our hearts with gratitude for their sacrifice, Let us remember them in
the parades and memorial services, by placing flags on their graves, and reading their
epitaphs.

We can acknowledge and thank today's surviving families for their loved ones’ service and
take part in the National Moment of Remerbrance with respectful silence at 3pm on
Memorial Day.

John Adams, one of our Founding Fathers, said, ‘Posterity! You will never know how much
it cost the present Generation to preserve your Freedom! I hope you will make good use of
it Ifyou do not, I shall repent in Heaven, that I ever took half e Pains to preserve it”

America’s freedom of religion is under grave and immediate threat from government
regulations, denial of freedom of speech and court-determined imposition of secular values,
Because America’s religious freedom is now under attack, we must assume an active
defense of what Pope Benedict XVI called “the most cherished of Americans freedoms”.

In good conscience we can do no less. Our children’s freedoms are not ours to lose.
