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SUN DAY
B CTION

Today, we solemnly celebrate the Eucharistic presence
of Christ among us, the "gift par excellence": "This is
my body... This is my blood" (Mk 14:22.24). Let us
prepare to evoke in our souls the "Eucharistic Won-
der" (Saint John Paul II).

In their Passover meal the Jewish people commemo-
rated the history of salvation, the wonders God be-
stowed upon his people, especially the liberation from
the slavery in Egypt. In this commemoration, each
family ate the Paschal lamb. Jesus Christ becomes the
new and definitive Paschal lamb sacrificed on the
Cross and eaten in the Eucharistic Bread.

The Eucharist is sacrifice: it is the sacrifice of Christ's
immolated body and his blood shed for all of us. This
was anticipated at the Last Supper and continues to be
renewed in each Eucharist. In the Eucharist we find
our nourishment: it is the new food that gives life and
strength to Christians while walking towards the Fa-
ther.

The Eucharist means the presence of Christ among us.
The risen and glorified Christ remains with us in a
mysterious, yet real way in the Eucharist. This pres-
ence demands an attitude of adoration on our part and
a personal communion with Him. The Eucharistic
presence ensures that He remains with us and carries
out the work of salvation.

The Eucharist is a mystery of faith. It is the center and
the key to the life of the Church. It is the source and
root of Christian existence. Without Eucharistic expe-
rience, the Christian faith would be reduced to a phi-
losophy.

With the institution of the Eucharist Jesus gives us the
commandment of love of charity. This is not merely
the last recommendation of a friend who is leaving, or
of a father who sees death approaching. It is the affir-
mation of the dynamism that He instills in us. Through
Baptism, we begin a new life, which is nourished by
the Eucharist. The dynamism of this life leads to love
our neighbors, growing until it becomes life-giving: by
this they will know that we are Christians.

Christ loves us because He receives life from the Fa-
ther. So, we too shall love by receiving life from the
Father, especially through the nourishment of the Eu-
charist.

What is the right way to read the Bible?

The right way to read Sacred Scripture is to read it prayerfully,
in other words, with the help of the Holy Spirit, under whose
influence it came into being. It is God’s Word and contains
God’s essential communication to us. [109-119, 137] The
—BIBLE is like a long letter written by God to each one of us.
For this reason I should accept the Sacred Scriptures with great
love and reverence. First of all, it is important really to read
God’s letter, in other words, not to pick out details while paying
no attention to the whole message. Then I must interpret the
whole message with a view to its heart and mystery: Jesus
Christ, of whom the whole Bible speaks, even the Old Testa-
ment. Therefore I should read the Sacred Scriptures in the faith
that gave rise to them, the same living faith of the Church. 491
BIBLE “Bible” (Latin biblia = scrolls, books) is what Jews and
Christians call a collection of Sacred Scriptures that came into
being over a period of more than one thousand years and is for
them the charter of their faith. The Christian Bible is considera-
bly more extensive than the Jewish Bible, because besides their
Scriptures it also contains the four Gospels, the letters of St.
Paul, and other writings of the early Church. OLD TESTA-
MENT (Latin testamentum = covenant, will): the first part of the
complete Bible and the Sacred Scripture of the Jews. The Old
Testament of the Catholic Church includes forty-six books: his-
torical writings, prophetical writings, and wisdom literature, with
the Psalms. NEW TESTAMENT The second part of the com-
plete Bible. It contains the specifically Christian texts, namely,
the Gospels, the Acts of the Apostles, fourteen letters written by
Paul, seven Catholic letters, and Revelation.
