At this point, thirty-five parishioners have
brought us to almost 81% of our goal.

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Today the liturgy helps us discover the sentiments
of the Heart of Jesus: “He was amazed at their lack
of faith” (Mk 6:6). Without a doubt, the disciples
must have been impressed by the lack of faith of
the Master's fellow citizens and his reaction. It
seemed only natural that things would have oc-
curred differently: They came to the land where he
had lived for so many years, they had heard about
the works he was doing, and the logical conse-
quence was that they would welcome him with af-
fection and trust, more willing than others to listen
to his teachings. However, it was not so, but quite
the opposite: “And they took offense at him” (Mk
6:3).
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The amazement of Jesus at the attitude of his peo-
ple shows us a heart that trusts in people, that ex-
pects a response and is not indifferent to the lack
of it, because it is a heart that gives itself seeking
our good. St. Bernard expresses it very well when
he writes: “The Son of God came and did such
wonders in the world that he uprooted our under-
standing of all that is mundane, so that we might
meditate and never cease to ponder his wonders.
He left us infinite horizons for the ease of the in-
telligence, and an overflowing river of ideas im-
possible to wade through. Is there anyone capable
of understanding why the Supreme Majesty would
want to die to give us life, why He would want to
serve so that we could reign, live without a place
to rest his head so that we can possess the world,
and allow himself to be lowered to the most vile
and vulgar to exalt us above all else?

One could think of how the lives of the Nazarenes
would have changed if they had approached Jesus
with faith. Thus, we must ask him daily as his dis-
ciples: “Lord, increase our faith” (Lk 17:5), so that
we open ourselves more and more to let His love
work in us.

CATECHIISM
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Faith—what is it?

Faith is knowledge and trust. It has seven characteristics:
* Faith is a sheer gift of God, which we receive when we
fervently ask for it. * Faith is the supernatural power that
is absolutely necessary if we are to attain salvation. ¢
Faith requires the free will and clear understanding of a
person when he accepts the divine invitation. ¢ Faith is
absolutely certain, because Jesus guarantees it. ¢ Faith is
incomplete unless it leads to active love. ¢ Faith grows
when we listen more and more carefully to God’s Word
and enter a lively exchange with him in prayer. « Faith
gives us even now a foretaste of the joy of heaven. [153-
165, 179-180, 183-184] Many people say that to believe
is not enough for them; they want to know. The word
“believe”, however, has two completely different mean-
ings. If a parachutist asks the clerk at the airport, “Is the
parachute packed safely?” and the other man answers
casually, “Hmm, I believe so”, then that will not be
enough for him; he would like to know it for sure. But if
he has asked a friend to pack the parachute, then the
friend will answer the same question by saying, “Yes, |
did it personally. You can trust me!” And to that the para-
chutist will reply, “Yes, I believe you.” This belief is
much more than knowing; it means assurance. And that is
the kind of belief that prompted Abraham to travel to the
Promised Land; that is the faith that caused the
—MARTYRS to stand fast till death; that is the faith that
still today upholds Christians in persecution. A faith that
encompasses the whole person.

ROZWAZANIE NA NIEDZIELE

Dzisiaj liturgia pomaga nam odkry¢ uczucia Serca
Jezusa: «Dziwit si¢ tez ich niedowiarstwu» (Mc 6,6). Bez
watpienia uczniow musial zdziwi¢ brak wiary
wspotmieszkancow ich Mistrza i jego reakcja. Wydawato
si¢ najbardziej normalne, by sprawy potyczyly si¢
zupetnie inaczej: przybyli do ziemii, w ktorej tyle lat go
widywano, opowiadano o rzeczach, ktorych dokonat i
logiczng konsekwencja byloby przyjecie go tam z
mitoscig i zaufaniem, nawet wigkszym w stuchaniu jego
nauk. Mimo tego, nie stato si¢ tak, lecz zupetnie odwrot-
nie: «I  powatpiewali o Nim» (Mk 6,3).

Zdziwienie Jezusa postawa jego wspolziomkow ukazuje
jego serce pelne ufnosci w czltowieka, ktore oczekuje
odpowiedzi i jest nieoboj¢tne wobec jej braku, poniewaz
jest to serce pragnace naszego dobra. Bardzo dobrze
wyraza to Swiety Bernard, kiedy pisze: «Przyszedt Syn
Bozy i uczynit takie cuda na $wiecie, ze wyrwat nasze
rozumienie ze wszystkiego co ziemskie, tak, abySmy je
medytowali 1 nigdy nie przestali tych cudow rozwazac.
Pozostawil nam nieskonczone horyzonty dla uciechy in-
teligencji, rzeke tak obfita w idee, ze niemozliwe jest
przez nig przebrng¢. Czy jest ktos, kto pojmie dlaczego
najwyzszy majestat chcial umrze¢, aby da¢ nam Zzycie,
ustuzy¢ nam, aby$my panowali, zy¢ na wygnaniu, by
przywroci¢ nam ojczyzng, upodli¢ sie, unizy¢ do tego, co
najpospolitsze, aby wywyzszy¢ nas ponad wszystko?».

Hoy la liturgia nos ayuda a descubrir los senti-
mientos del Corazén de Jesus: «Y se extrafio de
su falta de fe» (Mc 6,6). Sin lugar a dudas, a los
discipulos les debié impresionar la falta de fe de
los conciudadanos del Maestro y la reaccion del
mismo. Parecia lo mas normal que las cosas
hubieran sucedido de otra manera: llegaban a la
tierra donde habia vivido tantos afios, habian
oido contar las obras que realizaba, y la con-
secuencia logica era que le acogieran con carifio
y confianza, mas dispuestos que los demas a es-
cuchar sus ensefianzas. Sin embargo, no fue asi,
sino todo lo contrario: «Y se escandalizaban a
causa de El» (Mc 6,3).

La extrafieza de Jesus por la actitud de los de su
tierra, nos muestra un corazén que confia en los
hombres, que espera una respuesta y al que no
deja indiferente la falta de la misma, porque es
un corazoén que se da buscando nuestro bien. Lo
expresa muy bien san Bernardo, cuando escribe:
«Vino el Hijo de Dios e hizo tales maravillas en
el mundo que arranc6 nuestro entendimiento de
todo lo mundano, para que meditemos y nunca
cesemos de ponderar sus maravillas. Nos dejo
unos horizontes infinitos ]fara solaz de la inteli-
gencia, {/ un rio tan caudaloso de ideas que es
1mposible vadearlo. ;Hay alguien capaz de com-
prender por qué quiso morir la majestad suprema
para darnos la vida, servir El para reinar no-
sotros, vivir desterrado para llevarnos a la pa-
tria, y rebajarse hasta lo mas vil y ordinario para
ensalzarnos por encima de todo?».

Podria pensarse en lo que hubiera cambiado la
vida de los habitantes de Nazaret si se hubieran
acercado a Jesus con fe. Asi, tenemos que

pedirle dia a dia como sus discipulos: «Sefior,
aumenta nuestra fe» (Lc 17,5), para que nos

abramos més y més a su accion amorosa en no-
sotros.
