This weekend’s Peter’s Pence Collection
Your annual offering provides Pope Francis with the
funds needed to carry out his most important works of
charity. The proceeds will benefit the most disadvantaged
members of society: the victims of war, oppression, and
natural disasters. Through your generosity, we can cast
the peace of Christ upon the world.
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Today Saint Mark presents us with an avalanche of
needy who approach Jesus-Savior seeking comfort and
health. Even that day a man named Jairus, the head of
the synagogue, made his way through the crowd to im-
plore the health of his little daughter: “My daughter is
at the point of death. Please, come lay your hands on
her that she may get well and live.” (Mk 5:23).

Who knows if that man knew Jesus by sight, from see-
ing Him frequently in the synagogue and, finding him-
self so desperate, decided to invoke His help. In any
case, Jesus, grasping the faith of that afflicted father,
agreed to his request; only while going to his house did
the news come that the girl had already died and that it
was useless to bother Him: “Your daughter has died;
why trouble the teacher any longer?” (Mk 5:35).

Jesus, realizing the situation, asked Jairus not to be in-
fluenced by the pessimistic environment, saying: “Do
not be afraid; just have faith.” (Mk 5:36). Jesus asked
that father for a greater faith, capable of going beyond
doubt and fear. Upon arriving at Jairus' house, the Mes-
siah brought the girl back to life with the words:
“Talitha koum,” which means, “Little girl, I say to you,
arise!” (Mk 5:41).

We too should have more faith, that faith that does not
doubt in the face of life's difficulties and trials, and that
knows how to mature in pain through our union with
Christ, as Pope Emeritus Benedict X VI suggests in his
encyclical Spe Salvi (Saved by Hope): “It is not by
sidestepping or fleeing from suffering that we are
healed, but rather by our capacity for accepting it,
maturing through it and finding meaning through union
with Christ, who suffered with infinite love.”

How can we respond to God when he speaks to us?

To respond to God means to believe him. [142-149]
Anyone who wants to believe needs a heart that is
ready to listen (see 1 Kings 3:9). In many ways God
seeks contact with us. In every human encounter, in
every moving experience of nature, in every apparent
coincidence, in every challenge, every suffering, there
is a hidden message from God to us. He speaks even
more clearly to us when he turns to us in his Word or in
the voice of our conscience. He addresses us as friends.
Therefore we, too, should respond as friends and be-
lieve him, trust him completely, learn to understand
him better and better, and accept his will without reser-
vation.

Lk 1:38 “If you have faith as a grain of mustard seed,
you will say to this mountain, ‘Move from here to
there,” and it will move; and nothing will be impossible

to you.”

ROZWAZANIE NA NIEDZIELE

Dzisiaj Swiety Marek przedstawia thum potrzebujacych,
gromadzacy si¢ wokot Jezusa Zbawiciela, poszukujacy
pocieszenia i zdrowia. I tego dnia przedart si¢ przez ten
thum cztowiek o imieniu Jair, szef synagogi, by prosi¢ o
zdrowie dla swej coreczkio: «Moja coreczka dogorywa,
przyjdz i potdz na nia rece, aby ocalata i zytay (Mk 5,23).

Nikt nie wie czy ten cztowiek znat Jezusa tylko z
widzenia, bo widywal go w synagodze i postanowit
prosi¢ go o pomoc, gdy znalazt si¢ w beznadziei. Tak czy
owak, Jezus wyczut wiare tego zatroskanego ojca i od-
powiedzial na jego prosbe; lecz kiedy kierowat si¢ do
jego domu, dotarta wiadomos¢, ze dziewcznyka zmarta i
nie miato sensu go juz fatygowac: «Twoja corka umarla,
czemu jeszcze trudzisz Nauczyciela?» (Mk 5,35).

Jezus za$, zdajac sobie sprawe z sytuacji, poprosit Jaira,
aby nie poddat si¢ atmosferze pesymizmu i rzekt do nie-
go: «Nie bgj sie, wierz tylko!» (Mk 5,36). Jezus poprosit
tego ojca o wigksza wiarg, wiar¢ zdolna wznie$¢ si¢ pon-
ad watpliwosci i strach. A po przybyciu do domu Jaira
Mesjasz przywrocit dziewczynce zycie takimi stowami:
«Talitd kum, co oznacza: ‘Dziewczynko, méwie ci,
wstan!’» (Mk 5,41). Takze my powinniSmy miec
wiegksza wiare, takg ktora nie watpi w momentach trud-
nosci i zyciowych prob, i ktéra potrafi dojrzewaé w bolu
poprzez nasza tacznos¢ z Chrustusem, zgodnie z tym co
proponowat papiez Benedykt XVI w swojej encyklice
Spe Salvi (Nadzieja zbawieni): «Nie unikanie cierpienia
ani ucieczka od bolu uzdrawia cztowieka, ale zdolno$¢
jego akceptacji, dojrzewania w nim, prowadzi do odnaj-
dywania sensu przez zjednoczenie z Chrystusem, ktory
cierpiat z nieskonczong mitosciay.

muerto; ;/a qué molestar ya al Maestro?» (Mc 5,35).

Jestis, dandose cuenta de la situacion, pidi6 a Jairo que
no se dejara influir por el ambiente pesimista, dicién-
dole: «No temas; solamente ten fe» (Mc 5,36). Jesus le
pidi6 a aquel padre una fe mas grande, capaz de ir mas
alla de las dudas y del miedo. Al llegar a casa de Jairo, el
Mesias retornd6 la vida a la chiquilla con las palabras:
«Talita kum, que quiere decir: ‘Muchacha, a ti te digo,
levantate’» (Mc 5,41).

También nosotros debiéramos tener mas fe, aquella fe
que no duda ante las dificultades y pruebas de la vida, y
que sabe madurar en el dolor a través de nuestra union
con Cristo, tal como nos sugiere el papa Benedicto XVI
en su enciclica Spe Salvi (Salvados por la esperanza):
«Lo que cura al hombre no es esquivar el sufrimiento y
huir ante el dolor, sino la capacidad de aceptar la tribu-
lacion, madurar en ella y encontrar en ella un sentido
mediante la unidon con Cristo, que ha sufrido con amor
infinitoy.
