SUNDAY

CTION

Today, we contemplate how both human and su-
pernatural love can grow in us, given that we use
the same heart to love both man and God.

Generally speaking love starts to grow in the
human heart with the progressive discovery of
that which is attractive in the other person: their
friendliness, their goodness. This is the case of
the “boy who has five barley loaves and two
fish” (Jn 6:9). He gives Jesus all he has got with
him, the bread and the fish, because he has let
himself be won over by the attractiveness of
Jesus. —Have I discovered the attractiveness of
the Lord?

The next step is falling in love, the consequence
of feeling a response. “A large crowd followed
him, because they saw the signs he was perform-
ing on the sick” (Jn 6:2). Jesus listened to them;
He paid attention to them because He knew what
they needed.

Jesus Christ finds an attraction in me and desires
that I fulfill myself both humanly and supernatu-
rally. He loves me as I am, in all my weakness,
because I ask for forgiveness and I continue try-
ing with his help.

“Jesus realized that they would come and take him
by force to make him king; so He fled to the hills
by himself” (Jn 6:15). He will say to them the
next day: “Amen, amen, [ say to you, you are
looking for me not because you saw signs but
because you ate the loaves and were filled.” (Jn
6:26). Saint Augustine writes: “Many are those
who look for Jesus guided solely by worldly inter-
ests! (...) Rarely do they seek Jesus for Jesus.”

The fullness of love is love that gives of itself,
when you look for the good of the loved one with-
out expecting anything in return, even when it
entails personal sacrifice.

Today, I can say: “Lord, you make us share in the
miracle of the Eucharist. We beg you not to hide
away. Live with us. May we see you, may we
touch you, may we feel you. May we want to be
beside you all the time, and have you as the King
of our lives and of our work” (Saint Josemaria).

THE POPE'S MONTHLY INTENTIONS

For the pastoral care of the sick
Let us pray that the Sacrament of
the Anointing of the Sick grants the
Lord’s strength to those who
receive it and to their loved ones
and that it may become for every-
one an ever more visible sign of

compassion and hope.

What does my faith have to do with the Church?

No one can believe alone and by himself, just as no one
can live alone and by himself. We receive the faith from
the Church and live it out in fellowship with the people
with whom we share our faith. [166-169, 181] Faith is the
most personal thing a person has, yet it is not a private
matter. Anyone who wants to believe must be able to say
both “I” and “we”, because a faith you cannot share and
communicate would be irrational. The individual believer
gives his free assent to the “we believe” of the Church.
From her he received the faith. She was the one who
handed it down through the centuries and then to him,
preserved it from falsifications, and caused it to shine
forth again and again. Believing is therefore participation
in a common conviction. The faith of others supports me,
just as the fervor of my faith enkindles and strengthens
others. The Church emphasizes the “I” and the “we” of
faith by using two professions of faith in her liturgies: the
Apostles’ Creed, the —CREED that begins with “I be-
(Credo), and the Great Creed of Nicaea-

Constantinople, which in its original form starts with the

words “We believe” (Credimus).
