SUNDAY
CTION

Today, we can appreciate different behaviors in the peo-
ple looking for Jesus: some have eaten the material
bread while others are requesting a miraculous sign
when the Lord has just made a huge one; still, others,
have eagerly run to meet him to make a spiritual com-
munion —in good faith we could say—: “Sir, give us
this bread always” (Jn 6:34).

Jesus must have been very pleased with their efforts to
seek and follow Him. He was teaching them all while
speaking to them in different ways. To some of them, he
says: “Do not work for food that perishes but for the
food that endures for eternal life” (Jn 6:27). And those
who ask: “What can we do to accomplish the works of
God?” (Jn 6:28) will receive in that Capernaum syna-
gogue a specific advice, where the Lord promises them
the Holy Communion: “Believe.”

You and I, who are trying to immerse ourselves in the
pages of this Gospel, do we see our attitude reflected
therein? While trying to revive this scene: which are the
most pointed expressions for us? Are we persistent
enough in our efforts to find Jesus after the many gifts,
doctrine, examples and lessons we have received from
Him? Do we know how to make a good spiritual com-
munion? ‘Lord, give us always this bread, that satiates
our hunger’?

The best shortcut to find Jesus is through Mary. She is
the Mother of the Family that dispenses the white bread
for the children in the warmth of the paternal home. The
Mother of the Church that wants to feed her children so
that they may grow strong, be happy, may carry out a
blessed task and be communicative. St. Ambrose, in his
work “On the mysteries”, writes: “And the Sacrament
we carry out is the body born of the Virgin Mary. Can
you request the nature's order in the body of Christ,
when Jesus was conceived by Mary above every natural
law?”

The Church, mother and teacher, teaches us that the Ho-
ly Eucharist is a “sacrament of piety, sign of unity, bond
of charity, the paschal banquet "in which Christ is re-
ceived, the soul is filled with grace and we are given a
pledge of the glory that is to be ours” (II Vatican Coun-
cil).

THE POPE'S MONTHLY INTENTIONS

AUGUST
For political leaders

We pray that political leaders be
at the service of their own people,
working for integral human
development and for
the common good, especially
caring for the poor and those
who have lost their jobs.

Why does the faith require definitions and
formulas?

Faith is not about empty words but about reality. In
the CHURCH, condensed formulas of faith devel-
oped over the course of time; with their help we can
contemplate, express, learn, hand on, celebrate, and
live out this reality. Without fixed forms, the con-
tent of the faith would dissipate. That is why the
Church attaches great importance to definite sen-
tences, the precise wording of which was usually
achieved painstakingly, so as to protect the message
of Christ from misunderstandings and falsifications.
Furthermore, creeds are important when the
Church’s faith has to be translated into different
cultures while being preserved in its essentials, be-
cause a common faith is the foundation for the

Church’s unity.

Ty 1 ja, ktorzy staramy si¢ odnalez¢ na kartach
Ewangelii, czy widzimy tu nasza postawe? Nas, ktorzy
na nowo przezywamy tamta sceng, ktore slowa bar-
dziej dotykaja? Czy wytrwale szukamy Jezusa po ot-
rzymaniu tylu task, doktryny, $wiadectw i nauk? Czy
potrafimy trwa¢ w komunii duchowej: ‘Panie, dawaj
nam zawsze tego chleba, ktory zaspokaja caty nasz
gltod’?

Najkrotsza droga do znalezienia Jazusa jest Maryja.
Ona jest Matka Rodziny, ktora rozdaje biaty chleb w
domowym ognisku. Matka Kosciota, ktora chce
nakarmi¢ swoje dzieci, aby wzrastaty, mialy site i byly
spetnione, podjety swicte dziela i udzielaty sie.
