Today, the Gospel shows how disconcerted Jesus'
countrymen were when in his presence: “Is this not
Jesus, the son of Joseph? Do we not know his father
and mother? Then how can he say, ‘I have come
down from heaven’?” (Jn 6:42). The life of Jesus
amongst his own people had been so normal that,
when He began to proclaim the Kingdom, those who
knew him were shocked at what He was saying.

What Father was Jesus referring to, whom nobody
had ever seen before? Which could be that living
bread coming from heaven that those who eat of it
would live forever? He denied it was the manna in the
desert because those who ate it also died. “The bread
that I will give is my flesh for the life of the

world.” (Jn 6:51). Could his flesh be food for us? The
baffling doubts Jesus was spreading amongst the Jews
could also embarrass us should we not be able to an-
swer a question basic for our Christian life: Who is
Jesus?

Many men and women before us have asked them-
selves the same question, have personally answered
it, have gone to Jesus, have followed Him and now
they enjoy an endless life full of love. And those who
now may come to Jesus, He will raise them up on the
last day. (cf. Jn 6:44). John Cassian exhorted his
monks by telling them: ““Come close to God, and He
will come close to you’, because ‘nobody can come
to Jesus unless he is drawn by the Father who sent
Him’ (...). In the Gospel we listen to the Lord inviting
us to join Him: “Come to me, all you who labor and
are burdened, and I will give you rest.” Let us em-
brace the Word of the Gospel that brings us near Je-
sus every day; let us welcome the invitation of the
very Gospel to enter into communion with Him by
eating his flesh, because “This is the true food,
Christ's flesh, which being Word has become flesh, as
it is said ‘And the Word became flesh’” (Origen).

What are creeds?

CREEDS are brief formulas of faith that make it pos-
sible for all believers to make a common profession.
[185-188, 192-197] Brief formulas of this kind can
be found already in the letters of St. Paul. The early
Christian Apostles” Creed has a special dignity,
because it is thought to be a summary of the faith of
the APOSTLES.

The Nicene Creed is highly esteemed because it re-
sulted from the great councils of the Church when
she was still undivided (Nicaea, 325; Constantinople,
381) and is to this day the common basis for the
Christian in the East and the West.
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We offer heartfelt prayers for the sick, those suf-
fering from physical or mental weakness; the
unborn; the lonely; the hungry; the isolated; the
homeless. We pray for those living in war-torn
countries and for the safety of those serving in
the military.

6,51). Czy Jego cialo moze by¢ dla nas pokar-
mem? Konsternacja, jaka wzbudzal Jezus wsrod
zydoéw, moze rozszerzy¢ si¢ na nas, jesli nie od-
powiemy na centralne pytanie naszego chrzesci-
janskiego zycia: kim jest Jezus?

Wiele mezczyzn i kobiet przed nami zadawato
sobie to pytanie, osobiscie na nie odpowiedzieli i
poszli do Jezusa, nasladowali Go i teraz cieszg si¢
zyciem bez konca pelnym mitosci. A ci, ktorzy do
niego po6jda, zostana wskrzeszeni w dniu ostatec-
znym (cf. J 6,44). Jan Kasjan nawolywat swoich
mnichow stowami: «‘Zblizcie si¢ do Boga, a Bog
zblizy si¢ do was’, poniewaz ‘nikt nie moze
przyj$¢ do Jezusa, jesli go nie pociaggnie Ojciec,
ktéry go postat’ (...)

La vida de Jesus entre los suyos
habia sido tan normal que, el comenzar la
proclamacion del Reino, quienes le conocian se
escandalizaban de lo que entonces les decia.

(De qué Padre les hablaba Jests, que nadie habia vis-
to? (Quién era este pan bajado del cielo que quienes
lo comen viviran para siempre? El negaba que fuera
el mana del desierto porque, quienes lo comieran, mo-
ririan. «El pan que yo (...) voy a dar, es mi carne por
la vida del mundo» (Jn 6,51). ;{Su carne podia ser un
alimento para nosotros? El desconcierto que sem-
braba Jesus entre los judios podia extenderse entre
nosotros si no respondemos a una pregunta central
para nuestra vida cristiana: ;Quién es Jesus?

Muchos hombres y mujeres antes que nosotros se han
hecho esta pregunta, la han respondido personalmen-
te, han ido a Jesus, lo han seguido y ahora gozan de
una vida sin fin y llena de amor. Y a los que vayan a
Jesus, El los resucitara el ultimo dia (cf. Jn 6,44).
Juan Casiano exhortaba a sus monjes diciéndoles:
«‘Acercaos a Dios, y Dios se acercara a vosotros’,
porque ‘nadie puede ir a Jesus si el Padre que lo ha
enviado no lo atrae’ (...). En el Evangelio escuchamos
al Sefior que nos invita para que vayamos hacia El:
‘Venid a mi todos los que estais cansados y agobi-
ados, y yo os haré reposar’». Acojamos la Palabra del
Evangelio que nos acerca a Jesus cada dia; acojamos
la invitacion del mismo Evangelio a entrar en co-
munion con El comiendo su carne, porque «éste es el
verdadero alimento, la carne de Cristo, ¢l cual, siendo
la Palabra, se ha hecho carne para no-

sotrosy» (Origenes).
