At this point, 44 parishioners have helped us reach
over 89% of our goal amount. A donation in any
amount will help us succeed in meeting or even sur-
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Today the Word of the Lord helps us to discern that
over and above our human usages we have to place
God's Commandments. In fact, as time goes by, it is
easy for us to distort the evangelic advice and, willing-
ly or not, replace the Commandments or engulf them
in a punctilious meticulousness: “And on coming from
the marketplace they do not eat without purifying
themselves. And there are many other things that they
have traditionally observed, the purification of cups
and jugs and kettles...” (Mk 7:4). This is why plain
people, with their typical common sense, paid little
attention to the doctors of the Law or to the Pharisees,
who were putting more emphasis on their human spec-
ulations than on God's Word. To the religious hypo-
crite Jesus applies Isaiah's prophetic complaint (“Well
did Isaiah prophesy about you hypocrites, as it is writ-
ten: This people honors me with their lips, but their
hearts are far from me”: Mk 7:6).

When St. John Paul II expressed his sorrow in the
name of the Church for all the negative things that her
children had done throughout history, he did it by say-
ing «we have been separated from the Gospel».

Jesus tells us: “Nothing that enters one from outside
can defile that person; but the things that come out
from within are what defile” (Mk 7:15). What comes
out of a man's heart, from a person's conscious seclu-
sion, is what can make us bad. This malice is what
harms Mankind and us specifically. Religiosity does
not consist precisely in washing our hands (remember
Pilate who delivers Jesus Christ to be crucified!), but
in keeping our heart pure.

Speaking positively, this is what St. Therese of
Lisieux tells us in her Biographic Manuscripts:
“Considering the mystical body of the Church (...) I
understood that the Church had a Heart and that this
Heart was burning with love”. From a loving heart
springs the well done deeds that help precisely those
who really need help (“For I was hungry and you gave
me food...” Mt 25:35).

Jan Pawetl II prosit o przebaczenie w imieniu
Kosciota za wszystkie krzywdy, jakie wyrzadzili
jego synowie w historii, uzasadnit «oddalilismy si¢
od Ewangelii».

«Nic nie wchodzi z zewnatrz w cztowieka, co
mogloby uczyni¢ go nieczystym; lecz co wychodzi
z czlowieka, to czyni czlowieka nieczystym» (Mk
7,15), powiedzial nam Jezus.

REFLEXION PARA EL DOMINGO

Hoy, la Palabra del Sefior nos ayuda a discernir que
por encima de las costumbres humanas estan los
Mandamientos de Dios. De hecho, con el paso del
tiempo, es facil que distorsionemos los consejos evan-
gélicos y, dandonos o no cuenta, substituimos los
Mandamientos o bien los ahogamos con una exagera-
da meticulosidad: «Al volver de la plaza, si no se ba-
flan, no comen; y hay otras muchas cosas que ob-
servan por tradicion, como la purificacion de copas,
jarros y bandejas...» (Mc 7,4). Es por esto que la gen-
te sencilla, con un sentido comun popular, no hicieron
caso a los doctores de la Ley ni a los fariseos, que so-
breponian especulaciones humanas a la Palabra de
Dios. Jesus aplica la denuncia profética de Isaias con-
tra los religiosamente hipdcritas: «Bien profetizo
Isaias de vosotros, hipdcritas, seglin esta escrito: Este
pueblo me honra con los labios, pero su corazén esta
lejos de mi» (Mc 7,6).

Juan Pablo II, al pedir perdon en nombre de la Iglesia
por todas las cosas negativas que sus hijos habian
hecho a lo largo de la historia, lo manifesto en el sen-
tido de que «nos habiamos separado del Evangelio».
«Nada hay fuera del hombre que, entrando en él,
pueda contaminarle; sino lo que sale del hombre, eso
es lo que contamina al hombre» (Mc 7,15), nos dice
Jests. Solo lo que sale del corazon del hombre, desde
la interioridad consciente de la persona humana, nos
puede hacer malos. Esta malicia es la que dana a toda
la Humanidad y a uno mismo. La religiosidad no con-
siste precisamente en lavarse las manos (jrecordemos
a Pilatos que entrega a Jesucristo a la muerte!), sino
mantener puro el corazon.

Dicho de una manera positiva, es lo que santa Teresa
del Nifio Jests nos dice en sus Manuscritos biografi-
cos: «Cuando contemplaba el cuerpo mistico de Cris-
to (...) comprendi que la Iglesia tiene un corazoén (...)
encendido de amor». De un corazon que ama surgen
las obras bien hechas que ayudan en concreto a quien
lo necesita «Porque tuve hambre, y me disteis de
comer...» (Mt 25,35).
