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Today the Gospel places us in Capernaum, where Je-
sus is followed by many after witnessing his miracles,
especially the spectacular multiplication of the loaves.
Socially, Jesus runs the risk of dying of success there,
as is often said; they even want to name him king. This
is a key moment in the catechesis of Jesus. It is the
moment in which he begins to clearly explain the su-
pernatural dimension of his message. And, as Jesus is
such a good catechist, a perfect priest, the best bishop
and pope, he lets them go, He feels sorrow, but He is
faithful to his message; popular success does not blind
him.

A great priest used to say that, throughout the history
of the Church, people who seemed to be indispensable
pillars have fallen: they “returned to their former way
of life and no longer accompanied him” (Jn 6:66). You
and I can fall, “disregard,” leave, criticize, “do our
own thing.” With humility and confidence, let us tell
good Jesus that we want to be faithful to Him today,
tomorrow and every day; may He show us how little
evangelical sense it makes to debate the teachings of
God or the Church because “I do not understand
them”: “Master, to whom shall we go?” (Jn 6:68). Let
us ask for more supernatural sense. Only in Jesus and
within his Church do we find the Word of eternal life:
“You have the words of eternal life” (Jn 6:68).

Like Peter, we know that Jesus speaks to us in a super-
natural language, a language that we must tune cor-
rectly to understand fully; otherwise, we only hear in-
coherent and unpleasant noises; it must be fine-tuned.
Like Peter, in our life as Christians we also have mo-
ments in which we must renew and show that we are
in Jesus and that we want to remain in Him. Peter
loved Jesus Christ, that is why he stayed; the others
wanted him for the bread, for the “candy”, for political
reasons... and they left him. The secret of faithfulness
is to love, to trust. Let us ask Virgo fidelis, the faithful
Virgin, to help us today and now to be faithful to the
Church that we have.

COMUNIDAD HISPANO

REFLEXION PARA EL DOMINGO
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Hoy, el Evangelio nos sittia en Cafarnaim, donde
Jesus es seguido por muchos por haber visto sus mil-
agros, en especial por la multiplicacion espectacular
de los panes. Socialmente, Jesus alli tiene el riesgo de
morir de éxito, como se dice frecuentemente; incluso
lo quieren nombrar rey. Es un momento clave dentro
de la catequesis de Jesus. Es el momento en el que
comienza a exponer con toda claridad la dimensién
sobrenatural de su mensaje. Y, como que Jesus es tan
buen catequista, sacerdote perfecto, el mejor obispo y
papa, les deja marchar, siente pena, pero El es fiel a
su mensaje, el éxito popular no lo ciega.

Decia un gran sacerdote que, a lo largo de la historia
de la Iglesia, han caido personas que parecian colum-
nas imprescindibles: «Se volvieron atras y ya no an-
daban con El» (Jn 6,66). Tu y yo podemos caer,
“pasar”, marchar, criticar, “ir a la nuestra”. Con hu-
mildad y confianza digdmosle al buen Jests que
queremos serle fieles hoy, mafiana y todos los dias;
que nos haga ver el poco sentido evangélico que tiene
discutir las ensefianzas de Dios o de la Iglesia por el
hecho de que “no los entiendo”: «Sefior, ;a quién
iremos?» (Jn 6,68). Pidamos més sentido sobrenatu-
ral. Solo en Jesus y dentro de su Iglesia encontramos
la Palabra de vida eterna: «Tu tienes palabras de vida
eterna» (Jn 6,68).

Como Pedro, nosotros sabemos que Jesus nos habla
con lenguaje sobrenatural, lenguaje que hay que sin-
tonizar correctamente para entrar en su pleno sentido;
en caso contrario s6lo oimos ruidos incoherentes y
desagradables; hay que afinar la sintonia. Como Ped-
ro, también en nuestra vida de cristianos tenemos mo-
mentos en los que hay que renovar y manifestar que
estamos en Jesus y que queremos seguir con El. Pedro
amaba a Jesucristo, por eso se quedo; los otros lo
querian por el pan, por los “caramelos”, por razones
politicas y lo dejan. El secreto de la fidelidad es amar,
confiar. Pidamos a la Virgo fidelis que nos ayude hoy
y ahora a ser fieles a la Iglesia que tenemos.
