SUNDAY

Today, in the style of the most modern TV director,
we see Jesus placing worms and fire into a place we
have to avoid by all means: hell, “where 'their worm
does not die, and the fire is not quenched.”” (Mk
9:48). It is a vivid description of the state a person
might find themselves in when their life has not tak-
en them where they wanted to go. We could com-
pare it to the moment when, while driving, we take
the wrong road, thinking we're headed in the right
direction, only to end up in an unknown place, not
knowing where we are or where we didn’t want to
go. We must avoid this at all costs, even if we have
to get rid of our hands (cf. Mk 9:43), feet (cf. Mk
9:45), eyes (cf. Mk 9:47). We must desire to enter
into life or into the Kingdom of God, even if it’s
without an essential part of ourselves.

This Gospel likely invites us to reflect and discover
what is preventing us from going toward God, no
matter how much it seems to belong to us, —or even
worse, what is driving us away from Him.

Jesus Himself guides us to identify the sin into
which our own things (hands, feet, and eyes) lead us.
Jesus speaks of those who cause the little ones who
believe in Him to stumble (cf. Mk 9:42). To “cause
someone to sin” means to lead someone away from
the Lord. Therefore, let us value in each person their
closeness to Jesus and the faith they have.

Jesus teaches us that it is not necessary to be one of
the Twelve or one of the closest disciples to be with
Him: “For whoever is not against us is for us” (Mk
9:40). We can understand from this that Jesus saves
all. This is a lesson from today's Gospel: there are
many who are closer to the Kingdom of God than we
think, because they perform miracles in the name of
Jesus. As St. Therese of Lisicux confessed, “The
Lord will not be able to repay me according to my
works. Very well, then, I trust that He will repay me
according to His works.”

What does it mean to say that God is truth?
“God 1s light and in him is no darkness” (1 Jn
1:5). His Word is truth (Prov 8:7; 2 Sam 7:28),
and his Law is truth (Ps 119:142). Jesus himself
vouches for God’s truth by declaring before Pi-
late, “For this I was born, and for this I have come
into the world, to bear witness to the truth” (Jn
18:37). [214-217] The truth of God cannot be
“proved” or subjected to empirical tests, since sci-
ence cannot make him an object of investigation.
And yet God subjects himself to a special sort of
proof. We know that God is truth on the basis of
the absolute credibility of Jesus. He is “the way,
and the truth, and the life” (Jn 14:6). Anyone who
enters into a relationship with him can find this
out by putting it to the test. If God were not
“true”, then faith and reason could not have a dia-
logue with each other. An agreement is possible,
however, because God is truth, and the truth is

divine.

REFLEXION PARA EL DOMINGO

Hoy, segun el modelo del realizador de television
mas actual, contemplamos a Jesus poniendo gusanos
y fuego alli donde debemos evitar ir: el infierno,
«donde el gusano no muere y el fuego no se apa-
ga» (Mc 9,48). Es una descripcion del estado en el
que puede quedar una persona cuando su vida no la
ha llevado alli adonde queria ir. Podriamos com-
pararlo al momento en que, conduciendo nuestro au-
tomovil, tomamos una carretera por otra, pensando
que vamos bien y vamos a parar a un lugar descono-
cido, sin saber donde estamos y adonde no
queriamos ir. Hay que evitar ir, sea como sea,
aunque tengamos que desprendernos de cosas
aparentemente irrenunciables: sin manos (cf. Mc
9,43), sin pies (cf. Mc 9,45), sin ojos (cf. Mc 9,47).
Es necesario querer entrar en la vida o en el Reino de
Dios, aunque sea sin algo de nosotros mismos.

Posiblemente, este Evangelio nos lleva a reflexionar
para descubrir qué tenemos, por muy nuestro que
sea, que no nos permite ir hacia Dios, —y todavia
mas— qué nos aleja de El.

El mismo Jesus nos orienta para saber cual es el pe-
cado en el que nos hacen caer nuestras cosas (manos,
pies y ojos). Jesus habla de los que escandalizan a
los pequetios que creen en El (cf. Mc 9,42).
“Escandalizar” es alejar a alguien del Sefior. Por lo
tanto, valoremos en cada persona su proximidad con
Jesus, la fe que tiene.

Jesus nos ensefia que no hace falta ser de los Doce o
de los discipulos mds intimos para estar con El: «El
que no esta contra nosotros, esta por nosotros» (Mc
9,40). Podemos entender que Jesus lo salva todo. Es
una leccion del Evangelio de hoy: hay muchos que
estan mas cerca del Reino de Dios de lo que pen-
samos, porque hacen milagros en nombre de Jesus.
Como confeso santa Teresita del Nifio Jesus: «El Se-
flor no me podra premiar segin mis obras (...). Pues
bien, yo confio en que me premiara segun las suyasy».
