THE POPE'S MONTHLY INTENTION 

NOVEMBER 

For parents who have lost a  

child: “Let us pray that all  

parents mourning the death of a   
child find support in the   

community and receive heart’s 
peace from the  

consoling Spirit” 

 

Today's Jesus Christ is presented to us as the King 
of the Universe. My attention has always been 
drawn by the emphasis the Bible attributes to the 
word “King” when applied to our Lord. “The Lord 
is king, robed with majesty” we sing in Psalm 93. 
“I am a king” (Jn 18:37), we have heard from Je-
sus' very lips. “Blessed is the king who comes in 
the name of the Lord.” (Lk 19:38), people shouted 
when He was entering Jerusalem. 
 
The word “King”, applied to God and to Jesus 
Christ, does not certainly have the inferred mean-
ing we give to it when speaking of the convention-
al monarchy, as we know it. Yet, in the popular 
language the word “king” does have a certain af-
finity with the Biblical language. For instance, 
when a mother is taking care of her baby and tells 
him: —You are the king of our home. What is she 
implying? Just a very simple thing: that her little 
baby is her number one priority and means every-
thing to her. And when teenagers claim that so and 
so is the king of Rock, they actually mean there is 
no other one like him; similarly, as when they re-
fer to the basketball king. Enter a teenager’s room 
and you will probably see on his walls who are 
really his “kings”. I believe these popular expres-
sions very much resemble what we mean when we 
acclaim God as our King and help us to under-
stand Jesus' assertion about his kingdom: “My 
kingship is not from here” (Jn 18:36). 
 
For us Christians our King is our Lord, that is, the 
center where the deepest feelings of our lives are 
going to. When in the Lord's Prayer we say “Your 
kingdom come”, we mean we would like to see 
that more and more people could find the source 
of their happiness in God, while following the path 
He shows us, which is the path of the beatitudes. 
Let us therefore ask it with all our heart, for 
“wherever Jesus Christ is, there is our life and our 
kingdom” (St. Ambrose).  

Is Jesus God? Does he belong to the Trinity?  

Jesus of Nazareth is the Son, the second divine 
person mentioned when we pray, “In the name 
of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy 
Spirit” (Mt 28:19). Jesus was either an imposter 
who made himself Lord of the SABBATH and 
allowed himself to be addressed with the divine 
title “Lord”—or else he was really God. 

The scandal came when he forgave sins. In the 
eyes of his contemporaries, that was a crime de-
serving death. Through signs and miracles, but 
especially through the Resurrection, his disciples 
recognized who Jesus is and worshipped him as 
Lord. That is the faith of the CHURCH.  

You call me Teacher and Lord; and you are 
right, for so I am. Jn 13:13  

And behold, a voice from heaven, saying, “This 
is my beloved Son, with whom I am well 
pleased.” Mt 3:17  



APOSTOLAT POLSKI 

 
ROZWAŻANIE NA NIEDZIELĘ 

 
Dzisiaj, Jezus Chrystus objawia się nam jako Król 
Wszechświata. Zawsze zwracała moją uwagę em-
faza, z jaką Biblia wypowiada imię “Król” od-
nośnie do Pana. «Pan króluje, oblókł się w majes-
tat», śpiewamy w Psalmie 93. «Tak, jestem kró-
lem» (J 18,37), usłyszeliśmy z ust samego Jezusa. 
«Błogosławiony Król, który przychodzi w imię 
Pańskie» (Łk 19,38), wołał lud, kiedy On 
wjeżdżał do Jerozolimy. 
 
Oczywiście określenie “Król” w odniesieniu do 
Boga i Jezusa Chrystusa nie odwołuje się do 
monarchii w sensie politycznym, jaki znamy. 
Lecz o ile istnieje pewna korelacja między języki-
em ludowym i biblijnym w słowie “król”, kiedy 
matka piastująca niemowlę mówi do niego: —
Jesteś królem tego domu, to co chce powiedzieć? 
Jest to coś bardzo prostego: dla niej to dzieciątko 
jest na pierwszym miejscu, i ono jest dla niej 
całym światem. Kiedy młodzież mówi o jakimś 
facecie, że jest królem rocka, to mówią, że nie ma 
nikogo porównywalnego do niego, tak samo jak 
mówią o królu koszykarzy. Wejdźcie do pokoju 
nastolatka i zobaczycie, jakich ma “królów”. Te 
popularne określenia pokazują, co mamy na myśli 
nazywając Boga naszym Królem i pomagają zro-
zumieć owo potwierdzenie w Jezusie Jego Kró-
lestwa: «Królestwo moje nie jest z tego świata» (J 
18,36). 
 
Dla chrześcijan Królem jest nasz Pan Jezus, to 
znaczy centrum, w którym skupia się najgłębszy 
sens naszego życia. Kiedy mówimy Ojcze nasz, 
aby przyszło Jego Królestwo, wyrażamy swoje 
życzenie, aby wzrastała liczba ludzi, którzy w 
Bogu odnajdują źródło szczęścia i podejmują 
wysiłek, by podążać drogą, którą nam wyznaczył, 
drogą błogosławieństw. Prośmy z całego serca 
 «gdziekolwiek jesteś Panie Jezu, tam będzie 
nasze życie i nasze Królestwo»      
(Święty Ambroży).

Hoy, Jesucristo nos es presentado como Rey del 
Universo. Siempre me ha llamado la atención el 
énfasis que la Biblia da al nombre de “Rey” cuando 
lo aplica al Señor. «El Señor reina, vestido de 
majestad», hemos cantado en el Salmo 92. «Soy 
rey» (Jn 18,37), hemos oído en boca de Jesús mis-
mo. «Bendito el rey que viene en nombre del Se-
ñor» (Lc 19,14), decía la gente cuando Él entraba en 
Jerusalén. 
 
Ciertamente, la palabra “Rey”, aplicada a Dios y a 
Jesucristo, no tiene las connotaciones de la 
monarquía política tal como la conocemos. Pero, en 
cambio, sí que hay una cierta relación entre el len-
guaje popular y el lenguaje bíblico respecto a la 
palabra “rey”. Por ejemplo, cuando una madre cuida 
a su bebé de pocos meses y le dice: —Tú eres el rey 
de la casa. ¿Qué está diciendo? Algo muy sencillo: 
que para ella este niñito ocupa el primer lugar, que 
lo es todo para ella. Cuando los jóvenes dicen que 
fulano es el rey del rock quieren decir que no hay 
nadie igual, lo mismo cuando hablan del rey del 
baloncesto. Entrad en el cuarto de un adolescente y 
veréis en la pared quiénes son sus “reyes”. Creo que 
estas expresiones populares se parecen más a lo que 
queremos decir cuando aclamamos a Dios como 
nuestro Rey y nos ayudan a entender la afirmación 
de Jesús sobre su realeza: «Mi Reino no es de este 
mundo» (Jn 18,36). 
 
Para los cristianos nuestro Rey es el Señor, es decir, 
el centro hacia el que se dirige el sentido más pro-
fundo de nuestra vida. Al pedir en el Padrenuestro 
que venga a nosotros su reino, expresamos nuestro 
deseo de que crezca el número de personas que 
encuentren en Dios la fuente de la felicidad y se 
esfuercen por seguir el camino que Él nos ha ense-
ñado, el camino de las bienaventuranzas. Pidámoslo 
de todo corazón, pues «dondequiera que esté Jesu-
cristo, allí estará nuestra vida y nuestro reino» (San 
Ambrosio).
