oday, we read the narrative of the Passion from the
ospel of Luke. According to this evangelist, Jesus
ntering Jerusalem to a joyous palm parade and the
assion narrative are mutually related even though the
irst part may sound exultant while the second part
sounds rather humiliating.

Jesus enters Jerusalem as a messianic king, humble,
peaceful, with a servant's attitude, not as temporal king
using and abusing his power. The cross is the throne
ifrom which He reigns (He is not missing the royal
crown!), by loving and forgiving. Luke's Gospel can,
indeed, be summarized by saying it reveals Jesus' love
through his all-encompassing mercy and forgiveness.

Jesus' mercy and forgiveness are certainly shown
throughout Jesus' life, but more evidently upon His
crucifixion. How meaningful are the three words we
can today hear at the Cross, from Jesus' lips!

—He loves and forgives even his executioners:
“Father, forgive them, they know not what they
do.” (Lk 23:34).

—To the thief at his right, who asked Jesus to
remember him forever in his Kingdom, Jesus grants

iforgiveness and salvation: “Today you will be with me
in Paradise.” (Lk 23:43).

—Above all, Jesus manifests His forgiveness and love
in the supreme moment of his submission when He
cries out: “Father, into your hands I commend my
spirit” (Lk 23:46).

This is the Master's last lesson at the Cross: mercy and
iforgiveness, the fruits of love. But forgiving is so
difficult for us! Nevertheless, by experiencing in our
own lives the saving and forgiving love of Jesus, it will
not be so difficult for us to look at others with
tenderness: Tenderness that forgives with love and
absolves without meanness.

Saint Francis of Assisi expresses it in his Canticle of
the Creatures: “Praised be You, my Lord, through
those who give pardon for Your love.”

Why did God make man?

God made everything for man. Man, however,
who is “the only creature on earth that God has
willed for its own sake”, was created in order to
be blessed. This happens when he knows, loves,
and serves God and lives in gratitude toward his
Creator. Gratitude is love that has been
acknowledged. Someone who is grateful turns
freely to the giver of the good and enters into a
new, deeper relationship with him. God wishes us
to acknowledge his love and even now to live our

whole life in relation with him.

REFLEXIONES DEL

EVANGELIO

Hoy leemos el relato de la pasion segin san Lucas. En
este evangelista, los ramos gozosos de la entrada en
Jerusalén y el relato de la pasion estan en relacion
mutua, aunque el primer paso suene a triunfo y el
segundo a humillacion.

Jesus llega a Jerusalén como rey mesianico, humilde y
pacifico, en actitud de servicio y no como un rey
temporal que usa y abusa de su poder. La cruz es el
trono desde donde reina (no le falta la corona real),
amando y perdonando. En efecto, el Evangelio de
Lucas se puede resumir diciendo que revela el amor
de Jesus manifestado en la misericordia y el perdon.

Este perdon y esta misericordia se muestran durante
toda la vida de Jesus, pero de una manera eminente se
hacen sentir cuando Jests es clavado en la cruz. {Qué
significativas resultan las tres palabras que, desde la
cruz, escuchamos hoy de los labios de Jesus!:

—Fl ama y perdona incluso a sus verdugos: «Padre,
perdonalos, porque no saben lo que hacen» (Lc 23,34)

—Al ladrén de su derecha, que le pide un recuerdo en
el Reino, también lo perdona y lo salva: «Hoy estaras
conmigo en el Paraiso» (Lc 23,43).

—Jesus perdona y ama sobre todo en el momento
supremo de su entrega, cuando exclama: «Padre, a tus
manos encomiendo mi espiritu» (Lc 23,46).

Esta es la ultima leccion del Maestro desde la cruz: la
misericordia y el perdon, frutos del amor. jA nosotros
nos cuesta tanto perdonar! Pero si hacemos la
experiencia del amor de Jesus que nos excusa, nos
perdona y nos salva, no nos costara tanto mirar a
todos con una ternura que perdona con amor, y
absuelve sin mezquindad.

San Francisco lo expresa en su Cantico de las
Criaturas: «Alabado seas, oh Sefior, por aquellos que
perdonan por tu amor».
