SUNDAY REFLECTION

Today, we can read this Gospel, so well known by
most of us but, at the same time, so surprising. With
this fragment of The Beatitudes, Jesus offers us a
model of life; some values that, He says, are the only
ones that can make us truly happy.

Surely, happiness is what we all are looking for in our
life. And if we would ask anyone how they are trying
to be happy, or where they are looking for their own
happiness, we would probably get many different an-
swers. There would be those who would claim they
only find happiness in solid Christian family princi-
ples; others, in being healthy and having a job; others,
who revel in friendship and leisure time... and then,
there would be those more influenced by our consum-
er society, who would claim that happiness consists in
having plenty of money to be able to acquire as many
things as possible and, most of all, to reach the highest
possible social status.

The beatitudes Jesus is proposing to us are not, pre-
cisely, those our today's world is offering us. The
Lord says that ‘fortunate’ will be those who are poor
in spirit, the gentle, those who mourn, those who hun-
ger and thirst for justice, the merciful, those with a
pure heart, those who work for peace, those who are
persecuted for the cause of justice... (cf. Mt 5:3-11).

This message by the Lord is addressed to those who
want to live a life of unselfishness, of meekness, of
desire for justice, of preoccupation and interest for the
problems of their fellow men, and cast aside all the
rest.

We can do a lot of good by praying, or by fraternally
correcting those who criticize us for believing in God
and belonging to the Church! Jesus clearly points it
out in the last beatitude: “Blessed are you when they
insult you and persecute you and utter every kind of
evil against you falsely because of me” (Mt 5:11).

St. Basil says: “Beauty, nor stature, nor honors be-
stowed by all mankind, nor kingship itself, nor other
human attribute that one might mention, do we judge
great, nay, we do not even consider them worth pray-
ing for, nor do we look with admiration upon those
who possess them, but our hopes lead us forward to a
more distant time, and everything we do is by way of
preparation for the other life.”

Why are we too supposed to accept suffering in our
lives and thus “take up our cross” and thereby
follow Jesus?

Christians should not seek suffering, but when
they are confronted with unavoidable suffering,

it can become meaningful for them if they unite
their sufferings with the sufferings of Christ:
“Christ . . . suffered for you, leaving you an exam-
ple, that you should follow in his steps”

(1 Pet 2:21).

Jesus said, “If any man would come after me, let him

deny himself and take up his cross and follow

me” (Mk 8:34). Christians have the task of alleviat-
ing suffering in the world. Nevertheless, there will
still be suffering. In faith we can accept our own
suffering and share the suffering of others. In this
way human suffering becomes united with the
redeeming love of Christ and thus part of the divine
power that changes the world for the better.

REFLEXIONES DEL

EVANGELILIO

Hoy, leemos este Evangelio tan conocido para todos
nosotros, pero siempre tan sorprendente. Con este
fragmento de las bienaventuranzas, Jests nos ofrece
un modelo de vida, unos valores, que segun El son
los que nos pueden hacer felices de verdad.

La felicidad, seguramente, es la meta principal que
todos buscamos en la vida. Y si preguntasemos a la
gente como buscan ser felices, o donde buscan su
propia felicidad, nos encontrariamos con respuestas
muy distintas. Algunos nos dirian que en una vida de
familia bien fundamentada; otros que en tener salud y
trabajo; otros, que en gozar de la amistad y del
ocio..., y los mas influidos quiza por esta sociedad
tan consumista, nos dirian que en tener dinero, en
poder comprar el mayor nimero posible de cosas y,
sobre todo, en lograr ascender a niveles sociales mas
altos.

Estas bienaventuranzas que nos propone Jests no
son, precisamente, las que nos ofrece nuestro mundo
de hoy. El Sefior nos dice que seran
«bienaventurados» los pobres de espiritu, los mansos,
los que lloran, los que tienen hambre y sed de la jus-
ticia, los misericordiosos, los limpios de corazdn, los
que buscan la paz, los perseguidos por causa de la
justicia... (cf. Mt 5,3-11).

Este mensaje del Sefior es para los que quieren vivir
unas actitudes de desprendimiento, de humildad, de
deseo de justicia, de preocupacion e interés por los
problemas del pr6jimo, y todo lo demas lo dejan en
un segundo término.

jCuénto bien podemos hacer rezando, o practicando
alguna correccion fraterna, cuando nos critiquen por
creer en Dios y por pertenecer a la Iglesia! Nos lo
dice claramente Jesus en su ltima bienaventuranza:
«Bienaventurados seréis cuando os injurien, y os per-
sigan y digan con mentira toda clase de mal contra
vosotros por mi causa» (Mt 5,11).

San Basilio nos dice que «no se debe tener al rico
por dichoso so6lo por sus riquezas; ni al poderoso
por su autoridad y dignidad; ni al fuerte por la salud
de su cuerpo... Todas estas cosas son instrumentos
de la virtud para los que las usan rectamente; pero
ellas, en si mismas, no contienen la felicidad».

JHizo Jesus milagros o son solo cuentos piadosos?

Jesus hizo verdaderos milagros, asi como los
APOSTOLES. Los autores del Nuevo Testamento se
refieren a sucesos reales. [547-550] Ya las fuentes
mas antiguas nos informan de numerosos milagros,
incluso de resurrecciones de muertos, como confir-
macion del anuncio de Jesus: "Pero si yo expulso los
demonios por el Espiritu de Dios, es que ha llegado a
vosotros el reino de Dios" (Mt 12,28). Los milagros
sucedieron en lugares publicos, las personas afecta-
das eran conocidas a veces incluso por su nombre,
por ejemplo el ciego Bartimeo (Mc 10,46-52) o la
suegra de Pedro (Mt 8,14-15). También hubo milag-
ros que representaban para el entorno judio delitos
escandalosos (por ejemplo la curacion de un paraliti-
co en SABADO, la curacién de leprosos), y que, sin
embargo, no fueron negados por los judios contem-
poréaneos de Jesus.
