When Jesus heard about the illness of His friend
Lazarus, He responded, “ This illness is not to end in
death; rather, it is for God’s glory, that through it the
Son of God may be glorified.” Every aspect of our
lives—gifts as well as sufferings—can, if surren-
dered to Christ, lead to blessings for ourselves and

others.




SUNDAY REFLECTION

Today, the Church presents us with a great miracle:
Jesus raises a deceased man, who had been dead for
several days.

The resurrection of Lazarus is similar to that of Christ,
which we will commemorate soon. Jesus tells Martha
that He is the resurrection and the life (cf. Jn 11:25).
He asks all of us: "Do you believe this?" (Jn 11:26).
Do we believe that in baptism God has given us a new
life? Saint Paul says that we are a new creation (cf. 2
Cor 5:17). This resurrection is the foundation of our
hope, which is based not on a future, uncertain, and
false utopia, but on a fact: "The Lord has truly been
raised" (Lk 24:34).

Jesus commands, "Untie him and let him go" (Jn
11:44). Redemption has freed us from the chains of
sin, which we all suffered from. Pope Leo the Great
said: "Errors were overcome, powers subdued, and the
world gained a new beginning. For if we suffer with
Him, we will also glorified with Him (cf. Rom 8:17).
This gain is not only prepared for those who, in the
name of the Lord, are crushed by the godless. For all

Why is Jesus Christ the Lord of the whole world?

Jesus Christ is Lord of the world and Lord of his-
tory because everything was made for his sake.
All men were redeemed by him and will be judged
by him. [668-674, 680]

He is over us, and the only One to whom we bend the
knee in worship; he is with us as Head of his

Church, in which the kingdom of God begins even
now; he is ahead of us as Lord of history, in whom
the powers of darkness are definitively overcome and
the destinies of the world are brought to

perfection according to God’s plan; he comes to meet
us in glory, on a day we do not know, to renew

and perfect the world. We can experience his near-
ness especially in God’s Word, in the reception of
the - SACRAMENTS, in caring for the poor, and
wherever “two or three are gathered in my name” (see
Mt 18:20).

those who serve God and live in Him are crucified in
Christ, and in Christ they will win the crown."

As Christians, we are called, even on this earth, to live
this new supernatural life that makes us capable of
bearing witness to our fate: always ready to give an
explanation to anyone who asks us for a reason for
our hope! (cf. 1 Pet 3:15). It is logical that in these
days we try to follow Jesus the Teacher closely. Tra-
ditions such as the Way of the Cross, the meditation
on the Mysteries of the Rosary, the texts of the Gos-
pels... everything can and should be a help to us.

Our hope is also placed in Mary, Mother of Jesus
Christ and our Mother, who is also an icon of hope: at
the foot of the Cross, she waited against all hope and
was associated with the work of her Son.

Hoy, la Iglesia nos presenta un gran milagro: Jesus
resucita a un difunto, muerto desde hacia varios dias.

La resurreccion de Lazaro es “tipo” de la de Cristo,
que vamos a conmemorar proximamente. Jesus dice a
Marta que El es la «resurreccion» y la vida (cf. Jn
11,25). A todos nos pregunta: «;Crees esto?» (Jn
11,26). ;Creemos que en el bautismo Dios nos ha rega-
lado una nueva vida? Dice san Pablo que nosotros so-
mos una nueva criatura (cf. 2Cor 5,17). Esta resurrec-
cion es el fundamento de nuestra esperanza, que se ba-
sa no en una utopia futura, incierta y falsa, sino en un
hecho: «;Es verdad! jEl Sefior ha resucitado!» (Lc
24,34).

Jestis manda: «Desatadlo y dejadle andar» (Jn 11,34).
La redencion nos ha liberado de las cadenas del pe-
cado, que todos padeciamos. Decia el Papa Ledon Mag-
no: «Los errores fueron vencidos, las potestades
sojuzgadas y el mundo gan6 un nuevo comienzo.
Porque si padecemos con El, también reinaremos con
El (cf. Rom 8,17). Esta ganancia no sélo esta preparada
para los que en el nombre del Sefior son triturados por
los sin-dios. Pues todos los que sirven a Dios y viven
en El estan crucificados en Cristo, y en Cristo conse-
guiran la coronay.

Los cristianos estamos llamados, ya en esta tierra, a
vivir esta nueva vida sobrenatural que nos hace ca-
paces de dar crédito de nuestra suerte: jsiempre dis-
puestos a dar respuesta a todo el que nos pida razon de
nuestra esperanza! (cf. 1Pe 3,15).

Nuestra esperanza esta también puesta en Maria, Ma-
dre de Jesucristo y nuestra Madre, que es a su vez un
icono de la esperanza: al pi¢ de la Cruz esperd contra
toda esperanza y fue asociada a la obra de su Hijo.

;Son culpables los judios de la muerte de Jests?

Existi6 el rechazo decidido de
Jesus por parte de las autoridades judias, pero entre los fariseos,
por ejemplo, hubo también partidarios secretos de Jesus, como
Nicodemo y José de Arimatea. En el proceso de Jesus estuvieron
implicadas diferentes personas y autoridades romanas y judias
(Caifas, Judas, el Sanedrin, Herodes, Poncio Pilato), cuya culpa
individual s6lo Dios conoce.
