SUNDAY REFLECTION

Today, we are invited to contemplate the style of the
kingship of Christ the Savior. Jesus is King, and at the
end of the liturgical year we will celebrate Our Lord
Jesus Christ, King of the Universe. Yes, He is King,
but His kingdom is the "Kingdom of truth and life, the
Kingdom of holiness and grace, the Kingdom of jus-
tice, love and peace" (Preface of the Solemnity of
Christ the King). A surprising kingship! With our
worldly mindset, we are not accustomed to this.

A good, gentle King who looks after the well-being of
souls: "My kingdom does not belong to this world" (Jn
18:36). He allows things to happen. In a tone of con-
tempt and mockery, "‘Are you the King of the Jews?’
Jesus answered, ‘You say so’" (Mt 27:11). More
mockery still as Jesus is compared to Barabbas, and
the people are urged to choose the release of one or the
other: "Which one do you want me to release to you,
Barabbas, or Jesus called Messiah?" (Mt 27:17).

And ... they prefer Barabbas! (cf. Mt 27:21). Mean-
while, Jesus remains silent and offers Himself as a
holocaust for us, who judge Him!

When He had arrived in Jerusalem shortly before, Je-
sus was received with enthusiasm and simplicity: “The
very large crowd spread their cloaks on the road, while
others cut branches from the trees and strewed them
on the road. The crowds preceding him and those fol-
lowing kept crying out and saying, ‘Hosanna to the
Son of David; blessed is he who comes in the name of
the Lord; hosanna in the highest’” (Mt 21:8-9). But
now, those same people shout, "‘Let him be crucified!’
But he said, “Why? What evil has he done?’ They only
shouted the louder, ‘Let him be crucified!’" (Mt 27:22
-23). "“Shall I crucity your King?’ The chief priests
answered, ‘We have no king but Caesar’" (Jn 19:15).

This King does not impose Himself, He offers Him-
self. His kingship is infused with a spirit of service.
"He comes without pomp or ostentation. He will not
dispute or raise his voice to make it heard in the
streets. He will be meek and humble. Let us run to ac-
company him as he hastens toward his passion, not by
covering his path with garments, olive branches or
palms, but by doing all we can to prostrate ourselves
before him" (Saint Andrew of Crete, bishop).

Why is Jesus Christ the Lord of the whole world?

Jesus Christ is Lord of the world and Lord of his-
tory because everything was made for his sake.
All men were redeemed by him and will be judged
by him. [668-674, 680]

He is over us, and the only One to whom we bend the
knee in worship; he is with us as Head of his

Church, in which the kingdom of God begins even
now; he is ahead of us as Lord of history, in whom
the powers of darkness are definitively overcome and
the destinies of the world are brought to

perfection according to God’s plan; he comes to meet
us in glory, on a day we do not know, to renew

and perfect the world. We can experience his near-
ness especially in God’s Word, in the reception of
the - SACRAMENTS, in caring for the poor, and
wherever “two or three are gathered in my name” (see
Mt 18:20).

REFLEXIONES DEL CATECISMO DE LA IGLESIA CATOLICA
EVANGELIO

Hoy, se nos invita a contemplar el estilo de la realeza de
Cristo salvador. Jests es Rey, y —precisamente— en el
ultimo domingo del afio litirgico celebraremos a Nuestro
Sefior Jesucristo Rey del universo. Si, El es Rey, pero su
reino es el «Reino de la verdad y la vida, el Reino de la
santidad y la gracia, el Reino de la justicia, el amor y la
paz» (Prefacio de la Solemnidad de Cristo Rey).
iRealeza sorprendente! Los hombres, con nuestra men-
talidad mundana, no estamos acostumbrados a eso.

Un Rey bueno, manso, que mira al bien de las almas:
«Mi Reino no es de este mundo» (Jn 18,36). El deja
hacer. Con tono despectivo y de burla, «°¢Eres ta el rey
de los judios?’. Jesus respondio: ‘Tu lo dices’™» (Mt
27,11). Mas burla todavia: Jests es parangonado con
Barrabas, y la ciudadania ha de escoger la liberacion de
uno de los dos: «;A quién queréis que os suelte, a Barra-
bas o a Jesus, a quien llaman el Mesias?» (Mt 27,17).
Y... jprefieren a Barrabas! (cf. Mt 27,21). Y... Jesus cal-
la y se ofrece en holocausto por nosotros, jque le
juzgamos!

Cuando poco antes habia llegado a Jerusalén, con entusi-
asmo y sencillez, «la gente, muy numerosa, extendi6 sus
mantos por el camino; otros cortaban ramas de los arbo-
les y las tendian por el camino. Y la gente que iba
delante y detras de ¢l gritaba: ‘{Hosanna al Hijo de Da-
vid! jBendito el que viene en nombre del Sefior!
jHosanna en las alturas!’» (Mt 21,8-9). Pero, ahora, esos
mismos gritan: «‘Que lo crucifiquen’. Pilato insistio:
‘Pues, (qué mal ha hecho?’. Pero ellos gritaban mas
fuerte: ‘jQue lo crucifiquen!’» (Mt 27, 22-23). «‘ A
vuestro Rey voy a crucificar?” Replicaron los sumos sac-
erdotes: ‘No tenemos mas rey que el César’» (Jn 19,15).

Este Rey no se impone, se ofrece. Su realeza esta im-
pregnada de espiritu de servicio. «No viene para con-
quistar gloria, con pompa y fastuosidad: no discute ni
alza la voz, no se hace sentir por las calles, sino que es
manso y humilde (...). No echemos delante de El ni
ramas de olivo, ni tapices o vestidos; derramémonos no-
sotros mismos al maximo posible» (San Andrés de Creta,
obispo).

JQueria Dios la muerte de su propio Hijo?

No se lleg6 a la muerte violenta de Jests por
desgra- ciadas circunstancias externas. Jesus fue
«entregado conforme al plan que Dios tenia esta-
blecido y previs- to» (Hch 2,23). Para que no-
sotros, hijos del pecado y de la muerte, tengamos
vida, el Padre del Cielo «a quien no conocia el pe-
cado, lo hizo pecado en favor nuestro» (2 Cor
5,21). La grandeza del sacrificio que Dios Padre
pidi6 a su Hijo corresponde sin embargo a la gran-
deza de la entrega de Cristo: «Y ;qué diré?: ’Pa-
dre, librame de esta hora‘. Pero si por esto he
venido, para esta hora» (Jn 12,27). Por ambas
partes se trata de un amor que se demostro hasta el
extremo en la Cruz.

Para librarnos de la muerte, Dios se lanz6 a una
mision arriesgada: introdujo en nuestro mundo de
muerte una «medicina de la inmortalidad» (san Ig-
nacio de Antioquia): su Hijo Jesucristo. El Padre y
el Hijo eran aliados inseparables en esta mision,
dispuestos y deseosos de asumir sobre si lo maxi-
mo por amor al hombre. Dios queria llevar a cabo
un intercambio para salvarnos para siempre. Que-
ria darnos su vida eterna, para que gocemos de su
alegria, y queriasufrir nuestra muerte, nuestra
desesperacion, nuestro abandono, para estar en
communion con nosotros en todo. Para amarnos
hasta el final y mas alla. La muerte de Cristo es
las voluntad del Padre, pero no su ultima palabra.
Desde que Cristo murio por nosotros, Podemos

cambiar nuestra muerte por su vida.
