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SUNDAY REFLECTION

Today, on the Second Sunday of Easter, we complete
the octave of this liturgical season, one of the two oc-
taves —together with Christmas— that remain in the
liturgy renewed by the Vatican Council II. For eight
days, we contemplate the same mystery and try to
deepen our understanding of it in the light of the Holy
Spirit.

By the design of Pope Saint John Paul II, this Sunday
is Divine Mercy Sunday. It is something that goes far
beyond a particular devotion. As explained by the Ho-
ly Father in his encyclical Dives in Misericordia, Di-
vine Mercy is the loving manifestation of God in a
history wounded by sin. In Latin

“Misericordia” (which means “mercy’’) comes from
two words: “miser” (misery) and “cor, cordis” (heart).
God puts our unhappy situation due to sin in His Fa-
ther's heart, which is faithful to His plans. Jesus
Christ, dead and risen, is the supreme manifestation
and action of Divine Mercy. "God so loved the world
that he gave his only Son" (Jn 3:16) and sent Him to
death so that we might be saved. "To redeem the
slave, He sacrificed the Son," we proclaimed in the
Easter Vigil. And once resurrected, He made Him a
source of salvation for all who believe in Him.
Through faith and conversion, we receive the treasure
of Divine Mercy.

The Holy Mother Church, which wants her children to

live the life of the Risen One, commands that we re-
ceive Holy Communion and do so in the grace of God
—at least during the Easter season. Indeed, the Easter
season is the opportune time for paschal fulfillment. It
is a good time to confess our sins and to receive the
forgiveness of our sins through the faculties that the
risen Lord has conferred on his Church, when he said
only to the Apostles: "Receive the Holy Spirit. Whose
sins you forgive are forgiven them" (Jn 20:22-23).
Thus, we will go to the sources of Divine Mercy. And
let us not hesitate to bring our friends to these sources
of life: the Eucharist and Penance. The risen Jesus
counts on us.

CATECHISM OF THE CATHOLIC
CHURCH

Why is Jesus Christ the Lord of the whole world?
Jesus Christ is Lord of the world and Lord of history
because everything was made for his sake. All men
were redeemed by him and will be judged by him.
[668-674, 680] He is over us, and the only One to
whom we bend the knee in worship; he is with us as
Head of his Church, in which the kingdom of God
begins even now; he is ahead of us as Lord of history,
in whom the powers of darkness are definitively over-
come and the destinies of the world are brought to
perfection according to God’s plan; he comes to meet
us in glory, on a day we do not know, to renew and
perfect the world. We can experience his nearness es-
pecially in God’s Word, in the reception of the —
SACRAMENTS, in caring for the poor, and wherever
“two or three are gathered in my name” (see Mt
18:20).

Pope Leo’s Prayer Intention
for April:

Let us pray for priests going
through moments of crisis in
their vocation: that they may
*f find the accompaniment they
need and that communities
may support them with under-

standing and prayer. Amen.



Czy istniejq dowody na Zmartwychwstanie
Jezusa?

Z punktu widzenia nauk przyrodniczych nie ma
zadnego dowodu na Zmartwychwstanie Jezusa.
Istnieja jednak bardzo mocne Swiadectwa I
ndywidualne i zbiorowe, pochodzace od osob
zyjacych w czasach, gdy te wydarzenia rozgrywaly
si¢ w Jerozolimie.

Najstarszym pisemnym $wiadectwem Zmart-
wychwstania jest list, ktory §w. Pawel napisat do
Koryntian ok. 20 lat po $mierci Chrystusa: ,,Przede
wszystkim przekazalem wam to, co sam przyjatem, ze
Chrystus umart za nasze grzechy zgodnie z Pismem,
ze zostal pogrzebany i trzeciego dnia zmartwychwstat
zgodnie z Pismem. Ukazal si¢ Kefasowi, a potem
Dwunastu. Naste¢pnie ukazal si¢ ponad 500 braciom
rownoczes$nie. Wiekszo$¢ z nich zyje do dzis,
niektorzy juz umarli" (1 Kor 15, 3-6). Pawel mowi tu
o zywej tradycji, jaka zastal w pierwotnej wspolnocie,
po tym jak spotkawszy Chrystusa dwa albo trzy lata
po Jego $mierci i Zmartwychwstaniu, sam stat si¢
chrzedcijaninem. Uczniowie jako pierwszy dowod
rzeczywisto$ci Zmartwychwstania wskazywali na fakt
pustego grobu (Lk 24, 5-6). Odkryty go akurat
kobiety, ktore wedlug 6wczesnego prawanie mogly
swiadczy¢. Chociaz mowa jest o tym, ze juz -»
APOSTOL Jan, zastawszy pusty grob, ,,zobaczyt,
uwierzyt" (J 20, 8b), to jednak pewnos¢, ze Jezus
zyje, ugruntowata si¢ dopiero po objawieniach
Chrystusa. Ten szereg spotkan ze Zmartwychwstalym
zakonczyto Jego Wniebowstapienie. Jednakze do
spotkan z zywym Panem dochodzito 1 pdzniej az po
dzien dzisiejszy: Jezus Chrystus zyje.
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ROZWAZANIE NA NIEDZIELE

Dzisiaj, w Druga Niedziele Wielkanocy, zamykamy
oktawe tego okresu liturgicznego. Jest to jedna z
dwoch oktaw, ktora obok oktawy Bozego Narodzen-
ia, pozostaly po odnowieniu przez Sobor Watykanski
II. Przez osiem dni rozwazamy ten sam cud i zaglebi-
amy sie w jego sens dzieki $§wiattu Ducha Swigtego.

Z woli Papieza Jana Pawtla II, niedziele t¢ nazywamy
Niedzielg Bozego Mitosierdzia. este domingo se lla-
ma Domingo de la Divina Misericordia. Chodzi to o
co$ znacznie wigcej niz jednorazowe poswigcenie.
Jak wyjaséniat Ojciec Swiety w swojej encyklice
Dives in misericordia, Boze Mitosierdzie jest obja-
wieniem si¢ Bozej mitosci w historii zranionej przez
grzech. “Misericordia” pochodzi od dwoch stow:
“Miseria” i “Cor”. Boég wierny swoim zamystom
sktada w swym Ojcowskim sercu nasza n¢dzng sy-
tuacj¢ wywolang przez grzech. Umarty 1
zmartywchwstaly Jezus Chrystus jest najwyzszym
przejawem 1 dzialaniem Bozego Mitosierdzia. «Tak
bowiem Bog umitowat §wiat, ze Syna swego Jedno-
rodzonego dab» (J 3,16) i postat go na Smier¢,
aby$my byli zbawieni. «Po§wigcit Syna by odkupié¢
niewolnikay, tak gtosilismy w Oredziu Wigilii Pas-
chalnej. I po zmartwychwstaniu ustanowit Go
zrodiem ocalenia dla wszystkich, ktorzy w Niego
wierzg. Wiarg i nawrdceniem przyjmujemy ten skarb
Bozego Milosierdzia.

Swieta Matka Kosciot, ktory pragnie aby jej synowie
czerpali z zycia zmartwychwstatego zaleca, by
przynajmniej w czasie Wielkanocy przyjmowac
Komunie Sw. w tasce uswiecajacej. Paschalna
Pigc¢dziesiatnica jest odpowiednim czasem, by to
wypetnié. Jest dobrym momentem, by si¢ wyspowi-
adac i przyja¢ moc przebaczenia grzechow, ktora
zmartwychwstaty Pan ofiarowat swojemu
Kosciotowi, zgodnie z tym co powiedzial tylko do
Apostotow: «Wezmijcie Ducha Swigtego! Ktorym
odpuscicie grzechy, sa im odpuszczone, a ktorym
zatrzymacie, sg im zatrzymane» (J 20,22-23). W ten
sposob siegamy do zrodet Bozego Mitosierdzia. I nie
wahajmy si¢, by przyprowadzi¢ do tego zrodta zycia
naszych przyjaciol: do Eucharystii i do Pokuty.
Zmartwychwstaly Jezus liczy na nas.

REFLEXIONES DEL

Hoy, Domingo II de Pascua, completamos la octava de
este tiempo liturgico, una de las dos octavas —
juntamente con la de Navidad— que en la liturgia ren-
ovada por el Concilio Vaticano II han quedado. Duran-
te ocho dias contemplamos el mismo misterio y
tratamos de profundizar en ¢l bajo la luz del Espiritu
Santo.

Por designio del Papa San Juan Pablo II, este domingo
se llama Domingo de la Divina Misericordia. Se trata
de algo que va mucho mas alla que una devocion par-
ticular. Como ha explicado el Santo Padre en su
enciclica Dives in misericordia, la Divina Misericordia
es la manifestacion amorosa de Dios en una historia
herida por el pecado. “Misericordia” proviene de dos
palabras: “Miseria” y “Cor”. Dios pone nuestra misera
situacion debida al pecado en su corazon de Padre, que
es fiel a sus designios. Jesucristo, muerto y resucitado,
es la suprema manifestacion y actuacion de la Divina
Misericordia. «Tanto amo6 Dios al mundo que le en-
treg6 a su Hijo Unigénito» (Jn 3,16) y lo ha enviado a
la muerte para que fuésemos salvados. «Para redimir al
esclavo ha sacrificado al Hijo», hemos proclamado en
el Pregon pascual de la Vigilia. Y, una vez resucitado,
lo ha constituido en fuente de salvacion para todos los
que creen en El. Por la fe y la conversion acogemos el
tesoro de la Divina Misericordia.

La Santa Madre Iglesia, que quiere que sus hijos vivan
de la vida del resucitado, manda que —al menos por
Pascua— se comulgue y que se haga en gracia de Di-
os. La cincuentena pascual es el tiempo oportuno para
el cumplimiento pascual. Es un buen momento para
confesarse y acoger el poder de perdonar los pecados
que el Sefior resucitado ha conferido a su Iglesia, ya
que El dijo s6lo a los Apoéstoles: «Recibid el Espiritu
Santo. A quienes perdonéis los pecados, les quedan
perdonados» (Jn 20,22-23). Asi acudiremos a las
fuentes de la Divina Misericordia. Y no dudemos en
llevar a nuestros amigos a estas fuentes de vida: a la
Eucaristia y a la Penitencia. Jesus resucitado cuenta
con nosotros.
