SUNDAY REFLECTION

Today, we begin the proclamation of the Gospel with
the expression, "That very day, the first day of the
week" (Lk 24:13). Yes, still Sunday. Easter is like a
great Sunday of fifty days. Oh, if we only knew the
importance of this day in the life of Christians! "There
are reasons to say, as suggested by the homily of an
author of the 4th century (Pseudo-Eusebius of Alexan-
dria), that the 'Day of the Lord' is the 'Lord of

Days' (...). Indeed, this is the 'primary feast' for Chris-
tians" (Saint John Paul II). Sunday, for us, is like a
mother's womb, a cradle, a celebration, a home, and
also missionary inspiration. Oh, if we glimpsed the
light and poetry it brings! Then we would affirm like
those martyrs of (he early centuries: "We cannot live
without Sunday."

But when the Lord's day loses its importance in our
existence, the "Lord of the day" also fades away, and
we become so pragmatic and "serious" that we only
give credit to our projects and plans; then, even the
very freedom with which God acts becomes a source
of scandal and distance for us. Ignoring the wonder,
we close ourselves off to the most luminous manifes-
tation of God's glory, and everything becomes a sunset
of disappointment, a prelude to an endless night where
life seems condemned to perpetual insomnia.

However, the Gospel proclaimed in the midst of Sun-
day assemblies is always the angelic announcement of
a clarity directed at minds and hearts slow to believe
(cf. Lk 24:25), and for this reason, it is gentle, not ex-
plosive, since otherwise, it would blind us instead of
illuminating us. It is the Life of the Resurrected One
that the Spirit communicates to us through the Word
and the broken Bread, respecting our journey made up
of short and not always well-directed steps.

Let us remember every Sunday that Jesus "went in to
stay with them" (Lk 24:29), with us. Have you recog-
nized Him today, Christian?

CATECHISM OF THE CATHOLIC

What will it be like when the world comes to

an end? When the world comes to an end, Christ
comes—for all to see. The dramatic upheavals (Lk
18:8; Mt 24:3-14) that are foretold in Sacred Scrip-
ture—the wickedness that will be plainly manifest,
the trials and persecutions that will put the faith of
many to the test—these are only the dark side of the
new reality: God’s definitive victory over evil will be
visible. God’s glory, truth, and justice will stand out
brilliantly. With Christ’s coming there will be “a new
heaven and a new earth”. “He will wipe away every
tear from their eyes, and death shall be no more, nei-
ther shall there be mourning nor crying nor pain any
mor, for the former things have passed away” (Rev
21:4).

Czy Jezus po Zmartwychwstaniu wrocit do
ciala, ktore mial, kiedy 7yl na ziemi?
Zmartwychwstaly Pan pozwalal si¢ dotyka¢ swoim
uczniom, jadl z nimi i pokazywal im rany po Mece.
Jednak Jego cialo nie bylo juz poddane prawom
ziemskim, lecz calkowicie nalezalo do Ojca. [645-
646]

Zmartwychwstaty Chrystus, ktory nosi §lady
ukrzyzowania, nie jest juz zwigzany z czasem 1
przestrzenig. Moze przechodzi¢ przez zamknigte
drzwi, ukazuje si¢ w réznych miejscach i w postaci, w
ktorej ludzie nie potrafig Go od razu rozpoznac. Jego
Zmartwychwstanie nie bylo powrotem do normalne-
g0, ziemskiego zycia, lecz wejsciem w nowy sposob
bytowania: ,,Bo wiemy, ze Chrystus, wskrzeszony z
martwych, juz nie umiera, $mier¢ nad Nim juz nie

zapanuje" (Rz 6, 9).

Dzisiaj rozpoczynamy proklamacje Ewangelii od
stow: «Tego samego dnia [w niedziele]» (Lk 24,13).
Tak, wciaz jest niedziela. Pascha — jak mowig — jest
wielka piedziesigciodniowa niedzielg. Ah, gdyby$my
znali znaczenie tego dnia w zyciu chrze$cijan!
«Shusznie zatem mozna powiedzie¢ za autorem homi-
lii z IV stulecia (Pseudo-Euzebiusz z Aleksandrii), ze
«dzien Panay jest «Panem dni». Niedziela jest bow-
iem dla chrzescijan najstarszym i pierwszym dniem
$wigtecznym (Swicty Jan Pawet II). Niedziela jest dla
nas niczym matczyne tono, kotyska, celebracja, do-
mowe ognisko czy tez pokarm pielgrzymi.
Gdybysmy dostrzegli $wiatlo 1 poezje ktorg ze soba
niesie! Wowczas bySmy razem z me¢czennikami
pierwszych wiekow wyznali: «Nie mozemy zy¢ bez
niedzieli!».

Jednak, gdy dzien Panski traci swoja doniostos¢ w
naszym zyciu, takze ,,Pan dni” doznaje za¢mienia, i
stajemy si¢ pragmatyczni i ,,powazni” do tego
stopnia, ze ufamy tylko naszym projektom 1 prze-
widywaniom, planom i strategiom; wowczas, nawet
sama wolno$¢, z ktorg dziata Bog jest dla nas moty-
wem do zgorszenia i oddalenia. Ignorujac zadziwie-
nie zamykamy si¢ na o$wiecajaca manifestacje Bozej
chwaty, 1 wszystko przechodzi w zmierzch rozcza-
rowania, niczym preludium nieskonczonej nocy,
gdzie zycie wydaje¢ si¢ potgpieniem na wieczng
bezsennos¢.

Bez watpienia, Ewangelia gltoszona posrod
niedzielnego zgromadzenia jest zawsze anielskim
orgdziem objasniajgcym serca nierozumne, i nieskore
do wierzenia (por. Lk 24,25), 1 dlatego jest delikatna,
a nie wybuchowa, ktora raczej o§wieca, a nie oslepia.
Jest Zyciem Zmartwychwstatego, ktore Duch nam
przekazuje w Stowie 1 lamanym Chlebie, zawsze bio-
rac pod uwage nasze wedrowanie, kroczkami matymi
1 nie zawsze dobrze stawianymi.

Hoy comenzamos la proclamacion del Evangelio con
la expresion: «Aquel mismo dia, el domingo» (Lc
24,13). Si, todavia domingo. Pascua —se ha dicho—
es como un gran domingo de cincuenta dias. jOh, si
supiésemos la importancia que tiene este dia en la vida
de los cristianos! «Hay motivos para decir, como
sugiere la homilia de un autor del siglo IV (el Pseudo
Eusebio de Alejandria), que el ‘dia del Sefior’ es el
‘sefior de los dias’ (...). Esta es, efectivamente, para
los cristianos la “fiesta primordial”» (San Juan Pablo
II). El domingo es, para nosotros, seno materno, cuna,
celebracion, hogar y también aliento misionero. jOh, si
entreviéramos la luz y la poesia que lleva! Entonces
afirmariamos como aquellos martires de los primeros
siglos: «No podemos vivir sin el domingo».

Pero, cuando el dia del Sefior pierde relieve en nuestra
existencia, también se eclipsa el “Sefior del dia”, y nos
volvemos tan pragmaticos y “serios” que solo damos
crédito a nuestros proyectos y previsiones, planes y
estrategias; entonces, incluso la misma libertad con la
que Dios actua, nos es motivo de escandalo y de aleja-
miento. Ignorando el estupor nos cerramos a la mani-
festacion mas luminosa de la gloria de Dios, y todo se
convierte en un atardecer de decepcion, preludio de
una noche interminable, donde la vida parece condena-
da a un perenne insomnio.

Sin embargo, el Evangelio proclamado en medio de las
asambleas dominicales es siempre anuncio angélico de
una claridad dirigida a entendimientos y corazones tar-
dos para creer (cf. Lc 24,25), y por esto es suave, no
explosivo, ya que —de otro modo— mas que iluminar
nos cegaria. Es la Vida del Resucitado que el Espiritu
nos comunica con la Palabra y el Pan partido, re-
spetando nuestro caminar hecho de pasos cortos y no
siempre bien dirigidos.

Cada domingo recordemos que Jests «entro a
quedarse con ellos» (Lc 24,29), con nosotros. ;Lo has
reconocido hoy, cristiano?
